Feedback and Comments from the Consultation Event

All comments have been analysed and recorded and allocated a form number, these numbers maintain confidentiality of the residents who completed the survey or sent in or emailed comments to the Steering Group. All comments have been discussed at this meeting.

Question 1 Community Vision – comments accepted. 
Question 2 Objectives for Mattersey Parish - Form 23 – Comments noted, we recognise that there are some issues with existing Highways infrastructure but they can be managed with care.

Question 3 Protecting the landscape character of Mattersey Parish
Policy 1 – Form 22 - concerns the settlement break, the residents survey showed that 83% of the residents wanted a settlement break to be retained.

Form 25 - comments have been noted

Question 4 Housing Design principles
Policy 2 – Form 19 - comments ‘no more housing’ - the resident’s survey shows a need and a want for development. Form 23 - comments about concerns of flooding on the Newall Drive site were noted.
Question 5 Infill and redevelopment in Mattersey Parish
Policy 3 – Form 25 - concerns about the term ‘will only be’ the group agreed to take out the word ‘only’

Form 26 - concerns about development in the conservation area - any developments would have to have the consent of the Conservation Team at the time of Planning Consent.
Question 6 Development affecting Heritage Assets
Policy 4 – Form 11 – concerns that Heritage assets should be protected - Conservation Officers are consulted on all planning applications. The map on page 12 of the plan shows the Heritage assets.
Form 25 – change the wording from ‘only’ to ‘all’

Question 7 Mix of Housing Types
Policy 5 – Form 22 -   concerns type and size of housing – the plan sets the design standards, location and type of dwellings. The plan is being changed to say 2/3 bed houses instead of just 2.
Form 25 - concerns about the need for 2 bed properties, this was identified in the Housing Needs Assessment, which can be seen through our Weebly website.
Question 8 Enhancing Facilities within the Parish
Policy 6 – Form 6 - concerns about a multi-use community building in Mattersey Thorpe – currently there are no plans for this, but to add to this policy about noise/light issues. Form 23 – comments are noted.
Question 9 Local Green Spaces
Policy7 – Form 6 - concerns about the wording ‘exceptional circumstances’, Bob will look at the wording with the Steering Groups agreement. Form 22 – The Millennium Green is currently protected as it is a Charitable Trust. But to allow flexibility in the future it has not been allocated a Local Green Space. The Millennium Green will be put in as a project.
Question 10 Conservation/Enhancement of non-vehicular routes

Policy 8 – concerns about access to non-vehicular routes and how it would work, this is also to be added as a project.

Question 11 Site BDC02 land west of Main Street adjacent to Priory Garage with up to 6 houses

Policy 9 – Form 7 and 19 and 26 all had concerns about the traffic entering the village at speed and the impact of extra traffic from this development – we recognise the issues but the Statutory Bodies have had no problem with this site so far. Form 24 - concerns about being out of the village curtilage and would follow no building line- when this was consulted on it was greatly favoured by residents as a site.

Question 12 NP04 land north of Thorpe Road with up to 4 dwellings

Policy 10- this has outline planning permission

Question 13 NP09 land east of Retford Road adjacent to the Bible Collage with up to 7 dwellings

Policy 11 – Has outline planning permission. The lime trees have a Tree Protection Order on them.

Question 14 NP05 land south of Thorpe Road next to the cemetery 
Policy 12 – Has full planning permission for 3 bungalows and building has recently started. – Form 19 – the settlement break should protect the open space between the villages.
Question 15 NP22 land west of Main Street on Laurel Farm with up to 5 dwellings
Policy 13 – Form 16 – concerns about the development obstructing the farmer’s gate to his field – this has been noted but assurances were given by one of the owners that the gate would not be obstructed.

Form 19 – comments noted.

Question 16 NP18 land north of Newall Drive with up to 7 dwellings

Policy 14 – Form 23 – concerns about flooding- this is out of the flood zone area
Question 17 NP14 land south of Brecks Lane on Manor Farm site with up to 11 dwellings.

Policy 15 – Form 12 – concerns about it being a Green Belt development, this is not green belt.
Form 21 – concerns about it being outside of the village boundary but it got 76% approval from residents. Traffic issues are dealt with by the Highways Agency, they consult on every site and every planning application, all issues that they highlight should be addressed before planning permission is granted. Numbers of dwellings would need to be specified and consulted on as part of the planning process.
Question 18 NP23 land to the rear of Gilbert’s Croft with up to 2 dwellings

Policy 16 – Form 15 – concerns as why this is still in the plan when there was a planning application refused in the past – the planning application that was refused included other land as well as the land to the rear of Gilbert’s Croft. Right of access to the Highway needs to be added to the policy.
Additional Comments

Forms 3 and 7 have concerns regarding road safety and traffic calming, this subject are to be put in as a project along with improvements to the highway infrastructure.
Form 7 – enhancing the appearance of the entrances to the villages – comments noted.

Form 18 – comments about ruining the wonderful views and countryside - comments noted

Form 22 – comments about the Millennium Green –comments noted. 

Form 25 – comments noted.

Form 27 – Sites NP05, NP04 and NP09 have some form of planning permission.

Basic Condition Statement - Helen Metcalfe has agreed to do this and funds are in place.
Future Work – Bob is going to work with Will Wilson and hopefully have hard copies of the plan ready for the next Parish Council Meeting on 4th July. When approved by the Parish Council it will go to Bassetlaw District Council for formal submission.

5. Any other business – Marilyn had received an email with information about potential land in Mattersey for development, but she has not heard back from the person giving any details.
