3. Notes from the last meeting – Change the wording on page 3 NP13 from ‘therefore to be ‘ to ‘if successful to be ‘

Item 5 - the planning application on Gilberts Croft, questions were asked about the Parish Council (P.C.)  having such different views to the Steering group, when the Steering Group are working on behalf of the P.C. to form the Neighbourhood Plan. Bob Kendall talked through the process that the P.C. had taken to make their decision.
Marilyn to send updated notes out for approval.

4. Updates

Views and Vistas – The maps and photos have been sent to Luke Brown , they have been accepted by him and he will put the photos and maps together and send them to Helen Metcalfe.

Site Allocation – Questions from Helen, Access to site NP23 Gilberts Croft have ‘right of passage’ to their property but the land belongs to Thorpe House.
NP05 Helen didn’t have the site assessment, Luke will do the assessment process.

NP04 – There have been concerns from Helen and Luke about this site being taken out. Discussion within the Steering Group about whether to put it in as the community showed support, it was felt by Helen and Luke that it may not stand up to scrutiny.

The group agreed to ask Helen to do the work and put it in the plan and to have a full discussion at the next meeting, requesting that Helen and Luke both attend to aid the discussion. Helen did recognise that there were lots of concerns about the 2 villages merging.

She has suggested putting the following in the plan

Policy 1: Protecting the Landscape Character of Mattersey Parish

1.     To protect the landscape character of the Parish, development in Mattersey is required to demonstrate that: 
a)     it does not represent a significant visual intrusion into the landscape setting. The view corridors highlighted in Map 9 are particularly sensitive in these respects and development is required to demonstrate it will not have a significantly adverse impact on these publicly accessible views. 
b)     where practicable, it conforms with the actions of the landscape and built features recommended for the policy zone as designated in the Landscape Character Assessment and listed at Appendix B. Where appropriate, mitigation planting should include native species recommended for the Idle Lowlands 05 and 07 character area.[1] 
2.     Development proposals are required to show they have taken into account the guidance in the Mattersey Village Appraisal Landscape sections for both villages in relation to; 
a)    the use of landscaping to provide a green soft edge to site boundaries, and 
b)    by orientating rear gardens to meet the edge of the settlement boundary. 
3.     The green gap between Mattersey and Mattersey Thorpe is a key character forming space. Development in this gap is required to demonstrate that it would not create coalescence between the two settlements. 
Version 3 – should be ready in the next 2-3 weeks.
A question was asked about the voting by settlement at the consultation event in April 2017.
NP16  Mattersey voters – 3 votes for no development and 29 votes for some development. 
In percentage it is 9% for no development and 91% for some development.
Mattersey Thorpe voters – 38 votes for no development and 20 votes for some development.
In percentage it is 66% for no development and 34% for some development. There were 2 votes from people who live out of the parish that are not included in the statistics.

NP04   Mattersey voters – 23 votes for no development and 24 votes for some development. In percentage it is 49% for no development and 51% for some development.

Mattersey Thorpe voters – 8 votes for no development and 16 votes for some development. In percentage it is 33% for no development and 67% for some development. There were 4 votes from outside the parish that are not included in the statistics.
