3. Notes from the last meeting 


An invoice has been submitted by ‘urban forward ltd’ the company that produced the Design Study, the group agreed to the payment.
There was a discussion amongst the group on the difference of a Design Study and a Character Assessment study.

Views and Vista’s – the photos have been chosen by the group, each photo has to be place named, the view named and an arrow on a map showing the direction of the view. Luke will get a map and Bob will do this job, this will then go to Helen Metcalfe ( Consultant for the plan) to be included in the plan.

4. Sites Allocation vote

Luke talked through the Sites Allocation document, there have been some minor changes to the previous document, Luke told us which sites as the vote progressed.

Eligibility to vote on the sites, steering group members who are residents of the 2 villages are eligible to vote but not on any land that they own. Landowners in the 2 villages who are not residents, are not entitled to vote.
Those entitled to vote would have to be eligible to vote in the referendum, and to do that they would have to be residents in the parish. The steering group were using local knowledge and community concerns, along with comments from all the Consultation events in the last 2 years, to aid them with the decisions about how to vote for sites.
One postal vote, in writing from a  village resident was accepted.

NP22 – Laurels farm lane is owned by B. and J.  Fullward, access has been given to David Sayle’s farm with verbal consent by the owners, this access is for farm use only. It is custom and practice for Laurels farm to use this lane for farm access only.
