5.. 
a) Comments from Staturory Bodies 
There had been feedback from 4 Statutory consultees:

NATURAL ENGLAND

They had commented that the ‘best’ agricultural land should not be used for development but since this area contained ‘average’ quality agricultural land it was not felt that any amendments were needed to the Draft Plan in this regard.

ANGLIAN WATER

Policy 9 – 12, site BDC02 has a water main near the site access and would therefore need to be taken into account when planning applications were made.

No changes required to Draft Plan.

BASSETLAW DISTRICT COUNCIL
References to their report and action approved by the meeting:

Part 2, Paras 5-10 – Within the current Local Plan, Mattersey Thorpe is not classed as sustainable for development.  The Draft NP will therefore have to come up with words to justify the reason for development but cannot refer to the new Draft Local Plan. Luke & Will offered to draft the wording.

Para 14 – these refer to documents already approved to the Local Plan and therefore references need to be updated
Map1b – a new map is needed showing more context in relation to other villages – an os map was suggested.
Paragraph 57 – Update references

Paragraph 67 – Take out reference to ‘climate change’

Objective 1 – reference to ‘sufficient’ housing growth not definitive. Remove the word ‘sufficient’.

Objective 2 – need for 2 bed housing, the objective should match the Housing Needs Assessment, – check with Helen as to where this information originated.

Objective 5 – Remove examples

Objective 8 – BDC suggest this should be removed, however the meeting felt that it should remain.

Paragraph 81- The meeting did not accept BDC proposed change.
Policy 1 

· Landscape Character Assessment looks at the whole of Bassetlaw whereas there is a need to differentiate between Mattersey’s particular assessment and that of Bassetlaw. Page 30 of NP add ‘Bassetlaw’ Character Assessment.
Section3 – Settlement breaks are normally designated by the Local Planning Authority but can be used in NPs.  BDC suggest a smaller break than the one the NP has designated.  The meeting did not agree with this proposal as it had been of particular interest to residents whose views had been made during consultations.  The meeting was advised that the NP would not fail at Inspectorate level if this was not amended.

Policy 2 – Section 2d &3e, Accepted that a number of issues were duplicated within both villages and required re-configuring.

It was accepted that modern architecture can contribute character and the wording should be amended slightly to include ‘in keeping or enhancing the local evironment’
Paragraph 108 – Agreed that this should be incorporated in Policy 3.

Policy 7 – Noted

Chapter 19/Policy 8 – Add references at the end of Point 2.

Proposals Map 13 - Insert a map of Mattersey Thorpe

Policy 9 – a & b of section 1 are repetitive

Policy 13 – Update boundary line

Policy 14 – Land north of Newell Drive, Mattersey Thorpe.

Make reference to the fact that there used to be houses on the site in years past. Negotiate against BDC comments regarding opposition to development, sites not excluded when BDC did their site assessments.
4 a Consultation Event – comments & feedback

26 residents attended the second event giving a total of 58 over both consultations.

Analysis would be deferred to the next meeting.
4b NP05 & 09 – Character Assessment, amending these sites within the Design Document would incur extra costs which were not felt to be vital therefore no amendment would be made.
