Mattersey

Streets & spaces: The consultant had explained that the long street views should not be obstructed by new development and this was agreed.

Plots: Recommendations approved

Boundaries & Landscapes: Recommendations approved

Buildings and Materials: amendments required to dormers not to be encouraged as there were a number of samples in the area.  The document recommended window bars should be encouraged but the meeting did not agree.

A few amendments were required to housing type on the map.

Plots: Clarification to be sought on the last paragraph regarding level differences.

Boundaries & landscapes: Recommendations approved.

Buildings and Materials: Recommendations approved.

NP04 – retain hedges where possible although some access would be necessary between.

NP22 – access point will be from Main Street and not the private lane

BDC02 – land next to Priory Garage should be amended to include the possibility of commercial or semi commercial facilities as well as housing

NP11 – a linear site which might be acceptable for housing or live/work units

NP14 – there may be a possibility for road widening at the site.  Single storey would suit the site best, there were no water/drainage issues.

NP18 – there may be covenants on the site which would need checking and the road would require upgrading.

NP23 – there was a problem of access which needed to be addressed.
