Questionnaire
We looked at the questionnaire

Population –The demographics of the population of the villages could be key to

 planning future development, this needs to be looked at in greater detail for the next consultation event.

Transport – The Public bus service is used but many comments were made that better local transport links would help  transport people to work and aid the elderly be less isolated.
Employment – Lots of people work out of the parish. There is a large number of retirees, there are no facilities for retired people, what and where do they envisage events to be and where to take place. Better transport links are vital to aid working age people to be able to get to work.
Housing – From the survey both in the rental and purchased category there were a large percentage that wanted to see more starter home and 3-4 bed family homes—where should they be built and how many? There was also shown to be a need for single person housing. The majority of people want small sites next to existing housing or to build on brownfield sites, we need to identify both types of sites within the villages. 
Local Environment – Many comments about wanting to retain the Rural feel in the villages

School – Numbers are declining according to the survey, housing information from the survey points towards starter houses to help the school be sustained.

Jobs to do for the next meeting in readiness for the consultation on April 23rd
