Ideas from Chesterfield Council Planning Department
They use sites close to good public transport in the centre of town

Sustainable locations, they have none in villages

They work best in blocks of flats with communal space enabling segregation of work from living

Utilising communal meeting rooms

Suitable for e- minded businesses

There can be tax advantages

All flats are home owned not rented but have a service charge to cover the communal areas

Crucial to have fibre optic broadband and promote it

Paul Willcock from Clarborough sent this email I have followed up asking for more info about houses with small units either attached or sited in the garden.

I presume you mean small scale units to fit in with specific land use? 

We have proposed general criteria for employment at either professional or very light industry usage.  Our criteria lay down type of usage, maximum size and a very vague notion of location.  We also are proposing the use of former (or even current) farm use buildings if owners wish to diversify. 

Our villagers turned down a proposal for a workshop, which was being suggested by some, on our stretch of the Chesterfield Canal.
